Have any of you ever heard the little

song, “Down in the meadow in a little
bitty pool swam three lil’ fishies and a
momma fishy, too”? My Mom sang it to
me. Well, a few weeks ago COCAAN,
the food bank folks in central Oregon, got
a phone call about 7000 “little fishies”
that were available at the Wizard Falls
Fish Hatchery near Black Butte Ranch.
COCAAN didn’t have the volunteers or
ability to handle that many live fish and
called Oregon Food Bank for help. We
connected them with Susan James of Linn
Benton Food Share. She arranged to have
four of her fishing, I mean gleaning
groups respond to the opportunity.
During the last week of June, volunteers
from the Canyon Gleaners, Harrisburg
Harvesters, Lebanon Gleaners and
SHE/P/HA Gleaners recovered and
processed 7,529 ten-inch salmon that
weighed a total of 2,370 pounds.
Everyone was very pleased with the
results, especially the hatchery manager.
The gleaners involved have great stories
to tell about how many “little fishies” they
caught at one time.

Special thanks to everyone who made the
trip over the mountains to participate in
this glean. It is a great
example of how we can
all work together to help
build food security in
Oregon. If your group would be
interested in future opportunities to glean
fish, let Joyce or Sharon know.
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New Groups

Two new organizations have formed
in the last two months that have been
added to the new Gleaning Directory
that is included with this mailing.

To provide opportunities for low-
income citizens and volunteers to
build community food security
through gleaning, community
gardening, advocacy and other
community building activities. They
gleaned lettuce and carrots in their
first weeks of organization. The
Bandon community is very excited
and offering assistance in a number of
ways.

A Reminder About Windfalls

recent years. Windfall

apples should be handled
carefully and should only be used for
products that will be heat processed; in
other words, no cold pressed cider and no
consumption of raw windfall apples. Heat
processing of cider and applesauce Ills
coli. There have been no documented
problems with windfall peaches or pears.
All windfalls need to be washed
thoroughly and no one should pick up
windfalls in areas where animals have
been grazing or pets kept. Windfall apples
should not be distributed to anyone who
may not follow the recommendations for
heat processing, such as adoptees.
